(a) Professional Development Bursaries

The guidelines for selection are posted on the IALL web site (www.iall.org/scholarship.html ).  The Committee has been in contact via e-mail as required.
The Committee reports the following: 

1.  The three professional development scholarships were advertised on the IALL web site and numerous e-lists with the assistance of Committee Members. 
2.  This year there were 20 applications (9 in 2009, 14 in 2008, 8 in 2007, 12 in 2006). The applicants came from Australia (3), Canada, Chile, China, India, Lithuania, Malawi (2), Nigeria, Sri Lanka, Uganda, and USA (7).
3.  Applicants from China, Malawi, and Canada were selected:

· Mr Benje Nubson, the Malawi Law Commission, Malawi
· Ms Sharon Wang, from Osgoode Hall Law School, Toronto, Canada
(b) Placement and Internship Grant

The Committee reports the following:
1.  It was advertised on the IALL web site and numerous e-lists with the assistance of Board and Committee members.
2. There were two such impressive applications received that with the agreement of the Board it was decided to award two grants of up to US$ 3,000 this year, instead of the usual single grant, having made no award in the previous year. The successful grantees are from Turkey and Korea and each has arranged an impressive programme with a leading law library in the United States.
