Attached you will find my Treasurer’s report for the year ending December 31, 2005.  The Association had receipts in excess of $119,000.  Our receipts come from two major sources, membership dues and conference fees.  The Association had payments in excess of $107,000.  Payments are made for the cost of the conferences, for the production of the International Journal of Legal Information, for expenses of the board of directors and for other expenses relating to the operation of the Association.  The Association ended the year with excess receipts of approximately $12,000.  Our financial position remains strong with reserves in excess of $200,000.
The financial statements are audited each year by an independent Certified Public Accountant.  The financial statements are available upon request.

As of August 2006 we have 364 institutional members, 107 personal members and 6 life.  20 new personal and 15 new institutional members.
