National Library of Malaysia
The National Library of Malaysia moved to its present building in 1987. The building reflects a Malaysian identity; the design was conceptualized using the idea of the traditional Malay headgear - the tengkolok - which symbolizes the Malay culture. The tengkolok-shaped roofs, joined at the courtyard,’ Taman Ilmu' (Garden of Knowledge), represent the unity of the country; the tiles for the roof are arranged into songket patterns, inspired by the cultural heritage of the country.

Batu Caves

The Batu Caves are situated 13 km north of Kuala Lumpur and are a famous landmark. The tall caves are impressive in themselves but also  house numerous Hindu shrines of stunning muticoloured design and intricate carving. A statue of Murugan, a Hindu deity, stands 140 foot tall at the entrance to the complex.
